After this
he led a surveying team to complete
extensive Triangulation surveys in the
Murchison (1876), Swan and Avon Valley

General (1883) and spon became interested
in the political system of the day. Forrest
later held the office of Premier and Treasurer
of WA (10 years), and became Treasurer of
the new Federation of Australian stares after
1901 in five Federal cabinets. His many
other achievements and life history are fully
docurmented in “Forrest 1847-1918"
